
Being in the lives of these children is incredibly joyful, yet heartbreaking.  Since we began in 2020, we have
had children taken from homes and put into the system where we never get to see them. In fact, we have
no idea where they are. Imagine pouring into a child to have them just disappear and not know how to
check in on them.   

We also experience moms who do not want their children and hand them off to someone else to raise
them for years, then one day randomly take them back. Sadly, none of this is done legally because the
moms need he government assistance from the children’s identity. I’ve seen those moms run to get the
kids when DCS comes for a visit to play like they have had them them the entire time to return them to
the other person as soon as they leave.  Yet, nothing can be done because they are “birth” parents
(according to DCS and the police). The children are tossed back and forth and ripped from homes they
have lived at for years and nothing is being done. It’s hard to comprehend why we are not doing more to
care and check on the welfare of these children. It seems all “hands are tied” and these children are “swept
under the rug”.  

Since 2020 NELA kids: 5 children taken by the state and 6 given up by moms to be taken back years
later at random.  We had one  in February taken after 4 years of being raised by his grandmother. He
was literally kidnapped by his birth father off the school bus, yet nothing could be done. We have done
everything we can think of and keep getting “nothing can be done” by authorities. 

What is the solution? PRAYER!! Not only for the kids, but the birth parents. The Lord told me years ago
when I dealt with my first case like this, that I am to pray for the heart of the accuser and abuser.  When I
did, there was a shift and years later this child is in good hands and the “accuser” has been softened and
became a great guardian. 

We must pray!! Together we can storm the courts of Heaven for these children!! If you have compassion
for any of these children,  join with us  by praying and standing for them.  If we don’t, who will?
